American Musical Theatre of San Jose proudly presents our Student Performance Series to 
students K-12 (including home-schooled students) as well as college students with valid student 
identification. This is an educator-friendly program that gives students and teachers the opportunity 
to attend any AMTSJ produced show for only $14.75 per ticket in Section F, with the freedom to 
choose any scheduled performance time.  This special offer makes attending live theatre more 
affordable, thus providing greater access to the arts.   

Tickets to single shows are available for purchase in other seating sections at an additional cost, 
but the Student Performance Series applies only to our section F seating for the Season Package 
to all four of our produced shows.   We do have touring shows that can be added to your Season 
Subscription Package (Go Diego Go and Jesus Christ Superstar) which cost more than $14.75.  All 
of the information for the Student Performance Series and ticketing are also available online at: 
www.amtsj.org. 

Schools that purchase a group season package receive many benefits: one pair of complimentary 
tickets to each show for the Teacher/Coordinator. (Please note that this is only available to 
SEASON ticket purchases Ð single show purchases do not qualify and the group purchase must 
include at least six students. Only ONE complimentary pair of Teacher/Coordinator tickets will be 
awarded per participating school.)  Participating schools also receive personalized ticketing 
services through our Box Office, save money on ticket fees, and may access study guides for each 
show directly from our website under the Education & Outreach Department.    
 
Please review proper theatre etiquette with your students prior to each performance.  Student 
groups who fail to follow theatre etiquette at the Center for the Performing Arts will risk losing 
Student Performance Series privileges for that school.  Please help us to make the live theatre 
experience enjoyable for your students as well as the rest of our dedicated patrons.

FREQUENTLY ASKED QUESTIONS 
 

How does the Student Performance Series work? 
ItÕs simple!  You choose the performance you wish to attend throughout the season. You can even 
choose different dates for different shows! There are 328 seats available for each performance and 
they are open to the general public as well so get your order in as soon as possible. 

How do we order the whole Series? 
There is a season ticket order form enclosed for just that purpose Ð choose the night of the week 
you want, the total number of tickets you need, and youÕre done! Orders may also be placed by 
calling 408.453.1550 or e-mailing AMTSJ-Education@amtsj.org. The ordering deadline for the 
whole season package is Monday, October 8, 2007. 

Can we order less than four shows? 
Absolutely! Your students can pick and choose which shows they want to see. Single ticket order 
forms are available on the Education section of our website (www.amtsj.org). Credit card purchase 
can be made over the phone by calling our Education & Outreach Box Office Representative at 
408.453.1550 or via e-mail at AMTSJ-Education@amtsj.org.   

Who on our school staff should order the tickets? 
We ask that you designate ONE single contact for your school and payment be made with one 
check or credit card. If more than one teacher is ordering tickets, please work together to 
consolidate the order.  

When I go to your website, I see I can purchase single tickets for $14.75 in Section F. Why 
should I purchase them as a group through the Student Performance Series? 
Buying tickets through our Student Performance Series saves you on service fee charges that 
range from $3.00 per ticket to $7.00 per ticket. Place your order directly through this series and 
those per ticket fees are waived. You also receive the personalized service of our dedicated 
Education & Outreach Ticketing Associate in the Box Office. 

What about the Teacher/Coordinator? 
As the Teacher/Coordinator, you are entitled to one pair of complimentary tickets for each show of 
the season package FOR THOSE ORDERING SEASON TICKETS ONLY. Single show purchases 
do not qualify. The season ticket group purchase must include at least six students to qualify for 
the complimentary pair of Teacher/Coordinator tickets. Only ONE pair of complimentary tickets will 
be allowed per school.   

May additional adults attend? 
Yes! There is no limit to the number of adult chaperones who attend with six or more students. 

When will we receive our tickets? 
Tickets will be mailed to the Teacher/Coordinator at least two weeks before each performance, if 
time allows. Last minute orders will be available at Will Call. 

What time should we arrive at the theatre? 
Your group should plan to arrive in the theatre about 15-30 minutes before the show starts and 
stay until the final curtain call has ended and the house lights have come up. Latecomers will be 
seated during a suitable moment at the usherÕs discretion. Please note that this is a public 
performance, and students must behave accordingly to theatre etiquette guidelines.
